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Stage I (17/04/2024) 
The II Open International Olympiad in Informatics will be held in two stages: At the first stage, participants will be offered 5 tasks related to the solution of various  practical problems using programming. The development of programs for solving these  tasks should be carried out only in the programming languages specified in a special  approved list. The list of programming languages that can be used in the work of the  Olympiad will be determined by questioning the participants before the start of the  Olympiad (including through a remote survey) and will be approved by the organizing  committee and posted on the official website of the university. The parameters of the input  data and output data of programs for solving problems will be indicated in the tasks. For  each task, participants must provide the source code and the program itself in machine code  (*.exe). At the first stage, participants are given 180 minutes to complete the tasks. Special  software developed by the university teachers will be used to check the work of programs  created by the participants.  
Stage II (18/04/2024)  
At the second stage of the Olympiad, a technical task will be proposed for a  comprehensive solution of cybersecurity problems. Participants of the Olympiad,  according to the specified requirements, will have to develop comprehensive software in  the programming language specified in the list. To complete the tasks at the second stage,  participants are given 180 minutes. Special software developed by the university teachers  will be used to check the work of programs created by the participants. Students  participating in the Olympiad must solve tasks on their own.  
Note: during the Olympiad, it is not allowed to talk to other participants, use e-mail  and other means of communication. The participant who violates the above requirements  will be excluded from the Olympiad.  
Tasks are developed by a specially approved working group of Turkmen and foreign  professors-teachers and specialists, and are also coordinated with the jury.
